Welcome back to term 3!

We have an action packed term ahead! Please
make sure you refer to the Key Dates flyer sent
home at the start of term 1 this year and make
sure you continue to check our key dates on
each newsletter. If you have misplaced our
Key Dates flyer please come to the school
office and ask Sue for a copy.

Over the holidays you will have noticed that we
have completed some school maintenance
projects. All of the projects are either funded
out of the Federal Governments School Pride
funding or the Solar in Schools funding. We
have painted the school corridors, the student
and staff toilets and the staffroom and
administration offices. While the smell of paint
lingers, we can all agree it is lovely to have
freshly painted spaces. We also refitted all our
fluoro lights with energy efficient T4 lights. So
instead of three lights per fitting we have 2 and
the lights themselves use 35% less energy.
Overall we will have made a 50% reduction in
energy used in lighting our classrooms. This
initiative fits nicely with the solar system which,
by the way had its first reading last week. We
are eagerly awaiting the outcome of our first
bill. On top of this, the outside shade sail
abutting the year 3 and 4 classroom has been
fixed with a more permanent roof line. This
space has already proved popular with the wet
weather this week. Last but not least we
replaced the sliding cupboard doors in the
multipurpose room with appropriate doors that
actually work!

Over the holidays vacation care was run in all
three sites. From the figures | have seen
vacation care was well received. A big thanks
to Kath and the OSHC staff for their continual
commitment to this service.
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School Attendance
Last term you will remember that the school
went through an independent school review.
One of the recommendations of the review
looked at our school attendance. As you
know our student absenteeism is above the
state average and has been this way for
many years. As a way to track what is
actually happening staff have come up with
7 absenteeism reasons that we will now
report on. They are:

*Late arrival — Unexplained

*Late arrival -Explained

*[llness (Dr, Dentist, Counselling, sick)
*Parent Choice (shopping, skiing, family
visiting)

*Extended family holiday (including long
weekends)

*School event — Sports, music
*Unexplained

From now on, when you send in a note
explaining the reason for your child’s
absence, can you please refer to the above
table (cut the table out and stick it on the
fridge).

In 2007 we sent home pads to help parents
with reporting on absenteeism, we are
resending these pads home with today’s
newsletter. Please make sure you have one,
if you don’t please call Sue at the school
office.

Furthermore, if a student has an
unexplained absenteeism, parents will be
sent home a note asking for a reason for the
absence. This will help us to track and
accurately report to the Government on the
types and rates of absenteeism.

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Teaching and Learning

The school's teaching and learning committee met last night
and looked at a raft of issues that concern teaching and
learning in our school. It is pleasing to note that the way we
are collecting data and representing data clearly shows some
excellent student results in Literacy and Numeracy. The data
shows us where we need to place the greatest need and also
shows us the many students who are reaching benchmarks
well beyond their expected level. While the style of data
gathered is in its infancy stage, as a staff we can see the
benefits of gathering and representing this data with a long
term view of being able to track every student in the school
over a period of time.

Building the Education Revolution (BER) - Primary
Schools for the 21st Century

As mentioned last term, our school is in the second round of
the BER. The school council has held two extra-ordinary
meetings to discuss the options for our school.

Below is a sketch of the building that will be built. The building
has three classrooms and a common teaching space plus a
retreat room for assessment and meetings. The buildings are
all energy efficient designed and are made from brick. The
rooms are carpeted and will be set up with appropriate data
cables. We are still waiting to see if the new classrooms in-
clude Interactive White Boards.

Part of the decision process is to decide a site. The school
council has been in negotiation with the State Government
appointed Project Managers Coffey Management in regards
to a site. The initial paperwork from Coffey Management
suggested the current Early Years play area as the site to put
the building. Coffey Management suggested this site for its
proximity to current amenities. Also at the time they drew up
this proposal no one knew if we could build buildings on the
current netball/basketball site due to flood overlays. During
the holidays the Coffey Management received planning
details from the Alpine Shire that they could build on the

netball/basketball sites. Thus the school council has asked
that Coffey Management return to our school and do two
more site options so that we can make an informed decision.

As part of the process we are inviting parents to have a say
on the site of the new building. This can happen in a few
ways. There is an information board detailing the project in
the office area of the school. Please feel free to come in and
have a look at the new building and potential site locations
and pass your thoughts onto either myself or Sue. Or, when
we have received the paperwork for the alternative building
sites we will schedule a parent forum so you can come
along and have your say. Please don’t miss out on this
opportunity to have your say as this is undoubtedly the most
important building decision we have had to make in many
decades. Please keep an eye out in the coming newsletters
for a date and time for the parent forum.
