As mentioned in last weekôs 
newsletter, there is a display on the project 
outside the school office where you can play 
and manipulate the building on a large scale 
map. Please feel free to come in and do this 
and let me know your thoughts. If you are   
unable to come to the forum on Monday and 
would like your opinion heard please pass the 
information onto me and I will present it at the 
forum.  
 
Prior to the forum there will be a staff meeting 
where we will come up with a recommended 
site for school council. Some of the school staff 
may stay for the parent forum to hear your 
views and to answer questions. After the     
parent forum we will hold an extraordinary 
school council meeting where a decision on 
the site will be made. Considering we were 
asked to make this decision last term, we have 
done well to stall the process a little so that we 
could gain more information and allow more 
dialog across the community. Please come 
and be involved, it is the single most important 
building decision the school has had to make 
in the past twenty years and it will shape the 
school landscape for the next 50 years.

If your children are unwell, you should 
seek medical attention and avoid public 

places and close contact with others. 

 
New learning research 
The following information is from Andrew 
Meltzoff , University of Washington in Seattle 
in Science magazine; Science Snapshot in 
USA Today by Dan Vergano. 
 

New insights from many different fields are 
converging to create a new science of  
learning that may transform educational 
practices.  
Three principles, across a range of areas 
and ages, arise from the new learning  
research: 
Learning is computational. Even infants 
and toddlers possess innate capabilities to 
see and hear patterns. Reinforcing those 
capabilities by teaching patterns early might 
sharpen childrenôs brains. 
Learning is social. People, even infants, 
learn better through social cues. We most 
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readily learn and re-enact an event when it is produced by a 
person. Social factors also play a role in life-long learning ð 
new social technologies (for example, text messaging, Face-
book, and Twitter) tap humans' drive for social  
communication. 
Learning is brain-circuitry driven. Brain cells in both  
perception and action overlap in people, which allows  
students to identify with their teachers and speed up learning. 
 
The young learn best from people in human social interaction. 
The goal for educators is to create teaching tools to produce 
the same benefits as the very best teaching situation, one-to-
one tutoring. 
 
Social network technology allows students to tap a 
'distributed knowledge base'. They can engage in  
collaborative learning and inform each other, even work 
in groups, at great distances. This is great preparation 
for the 'real world' in the 21st Century, because the 'real 
world' now includes technology. 
 
Of course, very young children learn socially and need  
people, not technology to thrive. After infancy, the world of 
technology opens up and they expand to use the new tools.
