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Children need to decrease screen time and increase   

active play 

Children love be active and play with friends. Active play is 

important, not just for physical health, but also teaches     

children valuable social  skills such as communication,    

leadership and cooperation. Examples of active play include 

skateboarding, skipping, hopscotch, playing at the park, kick 

to kick, chasey, shooting hoops, downball and other active 

fun things children do in their free time.  However, too much 

screen time (television, computers, electronic games) after 

school and on weekends means children can miss out on 

active play. Too much screen time is also a significant risk 

factor for overweight and obesity.   

As part of being a Kids - 'Go for your life' member our school 

will be promoting active play at lunchtimes and breaks.   

Families can play an even more important role by             

encouraging kids to be active after school and on weekends 

and setting limits on screen time at home.  Australiaôs    

Physical Activity recommendations for children aged 5-12 

years is to spend no more than two hours per day in óscreen 

timeô for entertainment ï even less is best, especially to    

ensure children have early bedtimes.
