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YEAR 5 NEWSLETTER REPORT 
Since completing very detailed and attractive projects on Astronomy during the first half of this term, year 
5 have been studying natural disasters and are currently completing a poster displaying six of these disas-
ters.  This involves independent research via the internet, using the radonline website, reading library 
books, newspapers and class readers to gather information and pictures to be presented on their poster. 
 
As can be seen from the photos below, they enjoyed constructing a land or island from paper mache, 
painting it and adding buildings, vegetation, people and small creatures. The highlight of this activity was 
to test their land against the forces of a disaster.  All students had a volcano eruption on their island as 
well as their choice of a tsunami, cyclone or typhoon. Some of their reports accompany the photos below. 

Years 5 and 6 are studying natural disasters. So we have made an      
island with a volcano to burst. Our islands needed to withstand a      
volcano eruption and a choice of one other disaster. We could choose 
out of a cyclone, typhoon or a monsoon. The cyclone was generated by 
a high speed fan. Monsoons were generated by water being poured 
into a colander over the island. Typhoons were generated by water  
being thrown onto the island by a mini bucket.
