
Dear Parents,  
 
It was great to see so many parents attending 
the parent/student and teacher interviews last 
Monday. While I didnôt manage to talk to all of 
you, many of you passed on your praises to 
me regarding our teaching staff and the school 
in general. Here are some of the comments I 
received: 
 
ñThe school has amazing caring teachersò. 
ñMy child loves going to school, thanksò. 
ñYour teachers really know what they are   
doingò. 
 
One of the important aspects of schooling is 
the relationship between teacher and child. I 
can say without a doubt that all our staff at 
school excel in this area. They know your child 
very well, and the children know their teacher 
very well. When we have this type of          
relationship we have a clear pathway for  
learning. This clear pathway to learning shows 
in our student data. For example, over the past 
five years, every child who has completed the 
first three years of schooling has reached the 
reading benchmarks. This is a fantastic      
collective effort and our school is proud of this 
achievement. These achievements donôt     
happen overnight and can take up to three 
years for any one child to reach the required 
benchmarks and often there is a lot of hard 
work completed by the teacher and the child in 
order to reach these marks.  
 
This year the Department of Education and 
Early Childhood has added to the Prep, Year 1 
and Year 2 Benchmark testing. The            
assessment is now called English Online    
Interview and assesses the three dimensions 
of the English domain of the Victorian Essential 
Learning Standards (VELS) ï speaking /
listening and reading and writing. Parents 
with students in prep, year 1 and 2 will receive 
more detailed information at the start of term 4. 
 

Not to be outdone, the 2009 year 3 and 5 
NAPLAN (National Assessment Program ï 
Literacy and Numeracy) results will be sent 
to schools next week. As the graphs below 
indicate, our 2008 results were outstanding. 
You can see that in year three all our       
students reached the benchmarks in writing, 
spelling, numeracy and grammar/punctuation 
and that all our year 5 students reached the 
benchmarks in writing, numeracy and    
grammar/punctuation. In the three areas that 
we didnôt reach 100% we had more than 
90% of students reaching the benchmarks.  
 
These results along with the prep, year 1 and 
2 reading benchmarks is proof of the hard 
work and dedication of our teaching staff, of 
our parents and especially the children.
