Next week is the start of the Kindergarten to Prep transition.

Starting school is such 
a big occasion in any personôs life and it is our aim to make 
sure that the transition to our school is as seamless as      
possible. We are looking forward to seeing next yearôs Preps.  
 
Bike Education 
The Bike Education trailer will be at our school starting on 
Monday the 26th of October. The program runs for the entire 
week. Year 3 to 6 students are encouraged to bring their bike 
to school at the start of the week and leave them at school in 
the bike shed. The bike shed will be locked each night during 
this week.  
 
Student Engagement Policy 
As advertised last term, each Victorian Government school is 
required to write a student engagement policy based on the 
new Department regulations. This new document replaces 
the student code of conduct. 
 
The new document has five sections with a section on      
students, teachers and parents rights and responsibilities. 
Below is part of the information that will be in the new     
document. I would urge you to all read the following          
information and if you would like to comment or add to it 
please either let the school office know or attend our next 
parent forum (information in this newsletter). 
 
 Section 3: Rights and Responsibilities 

1) Education 
The rights of all students, including those guaranteed by the 
Commonwealth of Australia and the right to an education are 
and shall be recognized without regard to race, colour,     
religion, national origin, sex, marital status, disability, or ability 
to pay. Students have a right to a public education. 
Student responsibilities include regular school attendance, 
conscientious effort in classroom work, conformance to 
school rules and regulations, and the responsibility not to 
interfere with the education of fellow students or the orderly 
operation of the school. 
 
Parents responsibilities are to ensure children attend regular 
school and to support the school rules and regulations 
 

2) Environment 
Students have the right to expect a safe school environment 
in which to learn and a climate within the school that is     
conducive to learning. 
 

Students have a responsibility to help the school staff in  
operating a safe school by abiding at all times to the school 
rules. 
 
Parents have a responsibility to support the school rules. 
 

3) Respect 
Students have a right to expect courtesy, fairness, and   
respect from members of the school staff and other         
students. 
 
Students have the responsibility to respect the rights of their 
fellow students and to respect both the rights and authority 
of teachers, school staff and the school Principal. 
 
Parents have a responsibility to support the school and   
support their child in behaving in a respectful manner whilst 
at school towards teachers, students and property. 
 

4) Property 
Students have a right to expect that other students and 
school personnel will respect their personal property. 
 
Students have the responsibility to respect personal property 
rights of other students, teachers, school staff and the    
Principal, as well as the publicôs property, including      
equipment and school buildings. Students are responsible 
for the personal property that they take to school, on a 
school camp and excursion, or on a school bus. 
 
Parents have the responsibility to explain to their children 
about the schools expectations of property and to support 
the school policies on property. 
 

5) Participation 
Students who comply with all school rules and regulations 
will have the opportunity to participate in school camps and 
excursions and other day to day school based activities. 
 
Students have a responsibility to comply with all rules and 
regulations governing student conduct at all school-
sponsored functions. 
 
Parents have the responsibility to ensure their children   
comply with school rules and regulations.
